· Mark Andrew, ‘Classical language acquisition and the teaching of grammar’ 
Mark Andrew has been researching a ‘top down approach’ to the teaching of Latin, underpinned by more recent academic discussions about First and Second Language Acquisition. A top down approach uses texts, often with narrative, as a base from which to discuss examples of grammatical structure and word forms within the context of the processes of reading. Mark distributed ideas among an online forum of six Latin teachers.
